10 nights - Warsaw, Krakow & Zakopane 
 
Day 1  Arrive at Warsaw airport. Met at the airport and transfer to your Hotel. Rest of the  
              day at leisure. 
 
Day 2     Full day guided tour of the principle sights in Warsaw including the Royal Castle. 
 
Day 3     Free day in Warsaw or additional guided tour. If you prefer we can arrange for two    
               half days guiding and two half days for you to explore on your own. 
 
Day 4     After breakfast transfer to the station to catch your train to Krakow (1st Class).  

Met at the station on arrival and transfer to your hotel. In the late afternoon a guided 
tour of the old Jewish Quarter of Kazimierz followed by dinner and a concert of 
Klezmer Music at the Klezmerhois. 

 
Day 5     Full days guided tour of the main sights in Krakow including the Wawel, the  
              Collegium Maius and St. Mary’s Basilica. 
 
Day 6     Trip to Auschwitz with car and English speaking driver/guide. 
 
Day 7     In the morning a trip to the Wieliczka salt mines followed by a drive through rolling  
               countryside to Zakopane with a visit to the famous old wooden church at Debno  
   enroute. 
 
Day 8     In Zakopane – there are many activities to choose from including walking in the  
               mountains (distance and difficulty to suit you) or visiting one of the local museums  
               and taking the funicular railway to Gubalowka Ridge or just enjoying the town and  
               having a leisurely lunch and a beer or two. 
 
Day 9     In Zakopane 
 
Day 10    Free morning in Zakopane and return to Krakow via Chocholow, famous for its   
                wooden houses. Evening in Krakow. 
 
Day 11    Transfer to the airport for your return flight.

Accommodation suggestions 
 
Warsaw – the Royal Meridien Bristol 
A landmark in Warsaw since 1901and taken into the Meridien group in 1998. 
Situated on the "Royal Route", Warsaw's most elegant street, it is only a short walk from the 
historical Old Town, the Royal Castle and the National Theatre and Opera House. The hotel 
graciously combines Old-World charm with modern luxury.  
 

 
 
Krakow – Holiday Inn 

This member of the well known chain is conveniently located near the heart of the Old Town, 
only a 5 minute stroll from the Main Market Square. Part traditional building and part modern 
extension. There are 154 comfortable, air-conditioned, fully equipped bedrooms including 27 
Executive Rooms and 3 Executive Studios, each well furnished and decorated. All rooms 
have access to high speed Wi-Fi internet. There is a decent restaurant and bar. 

Other facilities include an underground garage, Business Center, Mini Gym and a Massage 
Room. All public areas provide wireless internet access. The hotel has five multifunctional 
rooms for conferences, meetings and banquets. 

  



Zakopane - Hotel Belvedere is a luxury 4* hotel which opened in December 2002. Although 
new the design incorporates many features of Zakopane’s vernacular architectural style. The 
facilities are first class and include: swimming pool and Jacuzzi, sports centre, spa centre and 
beauty salon. There are three restaurants, one of which offers regional specialities and a roof 
terrace with spectacular views of the Tatras, a coffee shop and a cosy bar. Each room is fully 
equipped with satellite TV, telephone, mini bar and safe.

Krakow - Hotel Wawel 
 
Ideally situated just off the main street connecting the Rynek Glowny (Main Square) and the 
Wawel this 3* hotel has been completely refurbished and offers excellent facilities and 
service. All rooms have ensuite facilities and there is a restaurant, bar and orangery. 
 

 
 
Zakopane – Pension Tuberoza  

A high quality Pension situated some 300 metres from ul Krupowki (the main shopping 
street). All rooms have ensuite facilities and TV. Other facilities available to guests include a 
sauna, Jacuzzi, fitness area, billiards room, childrens playroom, ski room, bar and sun decks 
with views of the Tatra Mountains. 
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
