The Palace on Wheels is the oldest and best known of the luxury trains operating on the 
sub-continent. The train comprises of 14 fully air-conditioned deluxe carriages each named 
after one of the former Rajput states with interiors reflecting each states architectural and 
artistic traditions. Each saloon has a mini pantry and lounge and is staffed by its own 
ŀǘǘŜƴŘŀƴǘ ƻǊ ΨYƘƛŘƳŀǘƎŀǊΩ who is always at your service, to take care of your every need. 
Each carriage provides 4 twin bedded ensuite cabins all decorated in regal style. In addition 
there are two restaurant cars and a well stocked lounge bar. 
 

The Itinerary 
Day 1 Wednesday, Delhi.  
 

 
The capital city of modern India. The journey starts in the 
evening with a ceremonial welcome aboard the Palace on 
Wheels at Safdurjung station in New Delhi.  You will be 
introduced to your fellow travellers and made acquainted with 
the various facilities.  Relax with a drink at the bar before 
dinner which will be served on board in the two restaurants. 
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Day 2 Thursday, Jaipur.  
The Pink City, known for its colourful and 
fascinating architecture. Your tour begins at the 
Hawa Mahal or Palace of Winds, followed by a visit 
to the Amber Fort. Lunch follows at a five star 
hotel. In the afternoon explore the City Palace, now 
a museum, and the Jantar Mantar - Astronomical 
Observatory. Jaipur became the capital of the 
Kachchhwaha dynasty when they moved here from 
their hilltop fort of Amber.  Jaipur also offers a great 
shopping experience since the city is the country's 
capital as far as handicrafts are concerned. There is 
a very extensive range on offer and Jaipur is also a major international centre for the cutting 
and polishing of gems and stones.  
 
Day 3 Friday, Jaisalmer. 
Jaisalmer was the stronghold of the Bhatti Rajputs and the fort 
with its ninety-nine bastions was established on top of Trikuta 
hill in the 12th century .Isolated Jaisalmer may have been, a 
city in the sands of the Thar Desert, but the caravans that 
passed through its territories enriched the coffers of the 
treasury. These caravans carried not merely goods but also 
artisans and master-craftsmen. The Maharawalas and 
merchants of Jaisalmer made use of their services to create 
the magnificent sandstone architecture for which the city has 
become known around the world. 
 
 
Day 4 Saturday, Jodhpur. 
 

Spend the morning at Mehrangarh Fort

This is not only an invincible fortress but 
also houses lavish and delicately 
embellished palaces. Within, the 
apartments are painted and gilded and have 
windows and balconies to allow them an 
uninterrupted view of the city and the 
desert around it. 
Lunch at Umaid Bhawan Palace, the largest 
art-deco residence in the world and home 
to the head of the royal family, a museum 
and a luxury hotel. 
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Day 5 Sunday, Ranthambore. 
 
Ranthambore National Park is home to the Royal Bengal Tiger, 
the most majestic of the big cats. The park is very 
picturesque.  There are a number of lakes where tiger 
sightings are quite common, and where herds of deer can be 
seen foraging, while crocodiles bask in the sun. In the 
distance, the ramparts of Ranthambore fort create a dramatic 
silhouette.  Ranthambore is well known for its tiger sightings 
and sightings by day time are quite common. Various 
conservationists and wildlife photographers have worked here 
to document the life cycle of the tiger. 
 
Day 6 Monday, Udaipur. 

 
Spend the day sightseeing at Udaipur.  
Maharana Udai Singh, laid the foundation 
for a new kingdom situated by Lake Pichola, 
where the impressive City Palace was 
lavished with aesthetic and imaginative 
works of art, and the art of miniature 
painting was encouraged.   
Subsequently, the princes built the 
seemingly floating Island Palace, the royal 
summer retreat, offering a spectacular view 
of the lake and surrounding mountains. 
 

 
 
Day 7 Tuesday, Bharatpur and Agra 
 
The Keoladeo Ghana National Park, one of the finest bird 
sanctuaries in the world, was developed by a royal edict when 
dykes were created so that the water could be used for the 
hunting preserve that the Maharaja of Bharatpur wished to 
create. Today only shooting by cameras is permitted in this 
sanctuary with over three hundred species of birds, many of 
them migrant species that come from as far as Siberia and 
China.
